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Preface

T
he Department of External Resources (ERD) is pleased to present Foreign Aid Review of last 3 years which covers review of last 3 calendar years; 2007, 2008 and 2009. The Department External Resources commenced publishing of Foreign Aid Review in 2000 and this is the 7th review.
The report reviews the Foreign Aid Profile in Sri Lanka, aid commitments made by donors and creditors, disbursements including disbursements made outside the country program, aid utilization, highlights of selected completed projects and statistical tables related to foreign aid received during 2007 – 2009 period. Detailed information on debt service payments, debt service forecasting, net flows and net transfers of foreign aid has also been provided. 
ERD is the government partner to mobilize foreign resources to Sri Lanka. Most of the foreign funds were mobilized for development projects whereas rest was made in the form of technical assistance and balance of payment support. However, other sources of foreign resources such as foreign investment on Treasury Bills and Treasury Bonds are excluded here as those are dealt with the Central Bank of Sri Lanka.
It is hoped that the report would be useful to stakeholders, researchers and implementing agencies for understanding and analyzing the status of external assistance received by Sri Lanka.

Chapter 1

Foreign Aid Profile

Chapter 1

In general, foreign assistance is made to finance large scale development projects, balance of payment support, to acquire technical assistance and to invest in capital market. External financings are made in line with borrowing strategy, the long term public investment programs and short term financial needs of the country.  However, external assistances obtained in the form of loans make a great impact for the country’s economy. Therefore it is essential to review assistance obtained from external sources to evaluate the output and outcome of such borrowings and to see whether borrowing strategy and the debt management strategy are implemented properly. However, this report perform only the statistical interpretation of the foreign assistance received to finance development projects and capital market investments made in the form of international bond issues. 

Foreign Aid Profile 
Foreign aid profile of a country can be assessed in terms of commitment, disbursements, debt stock, and debt service payments made for a year or for a period of time. By analyzing various components of debt profile along with other macro economic variables, various debt ratios can be derived. Hence a country’s debt status can be assessed. 
This chapter contains the statistical interpretation of commitments and disbursements made for last 3 years whereas Chapter 3 contains the statistical interpretation of debt stock and debt service payments.
Detailed information is available in appendices.

1.1	Foreign Aid Commitments 
Commitments are firm obligations to lend of a specific amount under specific financial terms and conditions. Foreign donors and lenders (development partners) commit foreign assistance in the form of loans, grants and technical assistance. These commitments are made to the Government of Sri Lanka mainly as the Official Development Assistance (ODA) and rest as commercial commitments.
Statistical interpretations of the commitments made in calendar year 2007, 2008 and 2009 are given in this chapter.
Total aid commitments made to Sri Lanka in year 2007 by all donors and creditors is amounted to US$ 2,175.8 million (Approx. Rs.241.3 billion), whereas in year 2008, it is US$ 2,217.5 million (Approx. Rs.239.5 billion). In year 2009, it is US$ 2,722.6 million (Approx. Rs.312.9 billion), which is the highest annual commitment ever made to Sri Lanka. Commitments made from year 2005 to year 2009 are depicted in the Chart 1.1 below. Detail lists are given in Appendix 2, Appendix 9, Appendix 10[2007], Appendix 10[2008] & Appendix 10[2009]. 

Chart 1.1 – Foreign Aid Commitments, year 2005 - 2009 (US $ million)

The main contributory factor for the higher commitments in 2007 is due to the international bond issues made in this year. Sri Lanka accessed international capital market in year 2007 by issuing international bond worth US $ 500 million. However, in year 2008, higher export credit and bilateral commitment contributed to high portion of the total commitment. In year 2009 Sri Lanka made US $ 500 million international bond issues and equally, export credits and multilateral commitments contributed for high portion. 
Bilateral commitment was declined in year 2009 with respect to past two years. The main contributory factor for the higher commitment in 2009 is the US $ 891 million (Approx. Rs.101.9 billion) that was made by Chinese government for the Puttalam Coal Power Project (Phase II), and that was also the highest commitment ever made for a single project. World Food Program made a grant of US $ 135 million (Approx. Rs. 15.4 billion) which also contributed to higher commitment in year 2009. 
Of the commitments made in the year 2007,	
· Loans accounted for US$ 2,005.7 million (Rs.222.5 billion) or 92%; 
· Grants accounted for US$ 170.2 million (Rs.18.8 billion) or 8%;
· Export/mixed credit which are less concessionary compared to standard bilateral and multilateral credits totaled to US$ 549.1 million or  25%;
· Commercial borrowings accounted for US $ 500 million or 23%;‍ of the total.

Of the commitments made in the year 2008,	
· Loans accounted for US$ 1,976 million (Rs. 213.4 billion) or 89%; 
· Grants accounted for US$ 241.5 million (Rs. 26 billion) or 11%;
· Export /mixed credit totaled to US$ 810.8 million or  36.6%;
· Commercial borrowings accounted for US$ 150 million or 6%;‍ of the total.

Of the commitments made in the year 2009,	
· Loans accounted for US$ 2,442.5 million (Rs.280 billion) or 89%; 
· Grants accounted for US$ 286.1 million (Rs.32.8 billion) or 11%;
· Export /mixed credit totaled to US$ 1,330.4 million or  48.8%;
· Commercial borrowings accounted for US$ 500 million or 18.3%;‍ of the total.

Total commitments made in the form of loans and grants from year 2005 to year 2009 are depicted in the Table 1.1, whereas commitments made in the form of concessionary loans for the period is depicted in the Table 1.2. Details are given in Appendix 1[2007], Appendix 1 (2008] and Appendix 1 [2009].
In year 2007, major donors/ creditors were ADB, China and Japan respectively. Rest contributed only 9% of the total commitments apart from the commitment made from international bond issues.

In comparison to the annual average of the foreign aid commitments for the period of 2005-2009, the following significant facts can be noted.
· Grants committed in 2005 is significant with compared to other years. This is mainly due to Tsunami recovery grants received.
· Loan commitments have been increased for the period except in 2008 with slight decline. This is mainly due to recession in global economy.
· Significant increment in the total aid commitments by USD 588 million (22%) in 2009 compared to the average.
Chart 1.5 below, is the representation of commitments made to Sri Lanka from 2005 to 2009 in the form of loans & grants.

With the tsunami disaster happened in year 2004 more grant were given by international development partners for recovering the economy in 2005.
The loan commitments made by different types of financing, is given in Table 1.2 below. Getting concessionary loans was in increasing trend for last 5 years. Multilateral lenders have contributed more concessionary loans than non concessionary loans and it is in increasing trend.

In comparison to the annual average aid commitment made by bilateral and multilateral donors during year 2005 – 2009 periods, following significant facts can be observed.
· Total aid commitments made in 2005 has significant amount compared to the average. Of which bilateral commitment has a high contribution in 2005.
· Despite of the global economical recession, bilateral commitment has a significant amount in year 2008, whereas the multilateral commitment has declined compared to previous three years.
Commitments made in year 2007, 2008 and 2009 to major economical sectors are depicted in Chart 1.7 below.

In year 2007, most of the commitments were made to Economic Infrastructure developments where as from year 2008 to year 2009 it was for social infrastructure developments.
1.2	Foreign Aid Disbursements 
Disbursements imply the utilization of foreign fund received under agreements signed. It is an inflow to the country.
The total amount of foreign aid disbursed in year 2007 is, US $ 1,634.2 million, of which US $ 1,325.7 million is in loan funds and US $ 308.5 million in grant funds.
Of the total disbursements, US $ 1,055 million has received from bilateral and multilateral official development assistance and the balance US $ 580 million from export credit agencies and commercial banks.

1.2.5	Foreign Aid Disbursement Ratios (FADR)
The foreign aid disbursement ratio (or utilization ratio) is the commonly used indicator to measure utilization of foreign aid.
· The annual disbursements as a percentage of committed undisbursed balance of foreign aid at the beginning of the year is defined as the FADR of that year.
· FADR depends on the average project/ loan portfolio life. For an instance, if the average portfolio life is five years, one fifth of the loan should be disbursed annually and therefore the disbursements ration should be 20%.

About 90% of the projects in the portfolio have the life span between 5-6 years and therefore the satisfactory level of the overall disbursement ratio should be 16% to 20%. As shown in the Table 1.9, the overall disbursement ration for year 2009 shows considerably higher figure than this level, whereas in 2008 it has declined.

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Chapter 3
External Debt Status
3.1	Total Debt Stock and Debt Service Payments
Debt Stock in years 2007, 2008 and 2009
The total outstanding external debt at the end of year 2007 was US $ 11,632 million which is 11.7% increment compared to year 2006.  In year 2008 it was US$ 12,487 mn which is 7% increment compared to previous year. In year 2009 it was US$ 13,526 mn which is 8.3% increment compared to year 2008.
Of the total debt stock of year 2007, the highest portion of US $ 269.5 million or 32% was owed by Japan, while the second and the third largest portion being US $ 87.7 million or 10.4% and US $ 66.5 million or 8%, owed to ADB and WB respectively (Table 3.2). 
Of the total debt stock of year 2008, the highest portion of US $ 292.4 million or 29.4% was owed by Japan, while the second and the third largest portion being US $ 110.9 million or 11.1% and US $ 72.3 million or 7%, owed to ADB and WB respectively (Table 3.2). 
Of the total debt stock of year 2009 also, the highest portion of US $ 339.3 million or 32% was owed by Japan, while the second and the third largest portion being US $ 129.1million or 10.3% and US $ 73.0 million or 7%, owed to ADB and WB respectively (Table 3.2). 
Debt Service Payments in years 2007, 2008 and 2009
The total debt service payments in 2007, including amortization and interest payments was US $ 838 million, whereas it was US $ 595 million in 2006.
The total debt service payments in 2008, including amortization and interest payments was US $ 995 million, which is 19% increment to previous year.
The total debt service payments in 2009, including amortization and interest payments was US $ 1,043 million, whereas it was US $ 995 million in 2008 which is a 5% decline compared to 2008.
The external debt stock and debt service payments for the period 2005 to 2009 are given in the table 3.1 below and in appendix 17.

When compared with the annual average for the period from 2005-2009, the following significant factors can be observed on the total debt stock and debt service payments.
· The total debt outstanding has been increased by US $ 63 million or 0.5% in 2007, 918 million or 8% in 2008, 1,957 million or 17% in 2009.

· The Principal payment was increased by US $ 76 million or 13.4% in 2007, US $ 197 million or 35% in 2008, US $ 253 million or 45% in 2009.

· The interest payments was increased by US $ 17 million or 9% in 2007, US $ 53 million or 29% in 2008, US $ 45 million or 24.7% in 2009.

· The total debt service payment was increased by US $ 93 million or 12% in 2007, US $ 250 million or 33.5% in 2008, US $ 298 million or 40% in 2009.

The pattern of the debt service forecast for each of the debt categories if given in the Chart 3.4 below. Total debt service is higher in 2012 due to maturity of the international bond taken in 2007.

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Chapter 4
Highlights of Completed Projects
Major projects that were concluded in year 2007, 2008 and 2009 are summarized below. These summaries include basic information on the project, project performance and the lessons learnt. 

4.1	UN Agencies
Integrated Programme for the Rehabilitation of the Fisheries Sector in the Tsunami – affected districts of Hambantota, Ampara and Batticaloa (2007)
This project was funded by the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) and implemented by the Ministry of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources.  The project was initially started in May 2005 for a period of 2 years and successfully completed in April 2007. The Short term project   objective was to provide immediate assistance to safeguard livelihoods of the fishers who affected by tsunami and to enable them to resume fish production for nutrition and income earning and therefore reduce dependency of food aid. The project was implemented only in Hambantota, Ampara and Batticaloa diatricts.  The total cost of the project is USD 5,628,420.

The key achievements of the project are as follows.

·  Completed repair and replacement of small and medium scale fishing vessels, engines and fishing gear.
· Completed distribution of inputs for aquaculture production and rehabilitation of small infrastructures for aquaculture activities.
· Completed rehabilitation of small scale fish post harvest facilities and infrastructures.
· Completed rehabilitation of small fishing harbors and landing sites.

Lessons Learnt
Shortly after the disaster, the Government of Sri Lanka (GOSL) declared a state of emergency and appealed for international assistance. Government Ministries, National and various International Organizations, successfully mobilized all available resources to relief and recovery operations.

The major needs for medical supplies, clean water, shelter and sanitation have been met as a result of these efforts and most of the affected communities need to restart productive activities as soon as possible in order to regain their livelihoods.

Equal Access to Justice Project (2009)
The Access to Justice Project funded by the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and executed   by the Ministry of Constitutional Affairs and National Integration. The first phase of this project was completed in February 2009. Total expenditure of the project was USD 3,102,881. This project was initially conceived in 2004 for a period of three years, to increase access to justice by disadvantaged persons, through the application of a Human Rights Based Approach.  For this purpose, the project identified two key elements and two corresponding actors in the justice process. The two elements are empowerment and accountability. The two actors are duty bearers and claim/ rights holders. 
The key achievements of the project are as follows.
· 40,000 National Identity Cards and other key legal documents such as birth, death and marriage certificates were provided through mobile documentation clinics targeting people who are affected by the tsunami and conflict  and estate sector workers. 
· Issuance of 2,850 land titles in 2007 to people that had waited over 10 years.
· Provision of Legal aid to vulnerable populations through support to the Bar Association to establish 20 Legal Aid Foundation Offices.
· Installation of a computerized database system in Welikada prison to manage previously paper based prisoner records.
· Initiation of a policy reform process in the legal aid sector to provide a more sustainable and far reaching legal aid sector.
· Duty bearers provided with accessible legal information 
Lessons Learnt
· Legal Aid:  As per the review conducted in 2008, the legal aid sector revealed that aside from assigned counsel at the High Court, almost 100% of legal aid support is for civil issues and there are relatively few options open to people at the District and Magistrate Court level for criminal matters.
· Field Presence:  During 2008, the phase I Project placed two officers at the regional level and saw great benefits in terms of coordination and delivery.  

4.1	Asian Development Bank
1. Sri Lanka: Road Sector Development Project (2009)

The Project was the first intervention under the medium-term program for road sector development in Sri Lanka. The first objective was to improve transport efficiency by (i) strengthening national and provincial roads institutions to perform their core role of strategic management and planning of the road network; (ii) developing strong, competitive domestic capacity for road construction and engineering services; (iii) planning, executing, and financing road maintenance on a sustainable basis; and (iv) upgrading and increasing capacity of priority roads. The second objective is to increase private sector participation in the road sector by increased outsourcing of RDA construction and maintenance work and engineering services

At appraisal, ADB was to finance USD56.5 million (SDR42.75 million) of the total estimated project cost of USD 92.5 million.  At completion, ADB financed USD 60.3 million (SDR40.58 million) of the actual project cost of USD 102.2 million. The government's share of the project cost increased to USD 34 million, while total OFID financing stood at USD 7.8 million. The proportion of financing from appraisal to project completion thus slightly decreased from 61% to 59% for ADB and from 9% to 8% for OFID. The portion for the government increased accordingly from 30% to 33%. A part of the cost increase could be recouped through changes in the special drawing rights (SDR)–dollar exchange rate and Sri Lanka rupee–dollar exchange rate. The main contributor to the cost overrun was the provincial road improvement component.

Lessons learned

Almost 3 year lapsed between the feasibility study for the project and the actual start of project construction. During that period, road further described, causing increases in cost above the estimates based on the conditions described in the feasibility study. This has not had any negative impact on the economic viability of the RSDP, as the benefits have become proportionally higher. This seeming paradox is common with rehabilitation projects. A very high rate of return and even higher rate at post-rehabilitation, despite increased cost of 56% and a reduction of scope and delay in implementation, simply indicate that the rehabilitation work was overdue. Road agencies get rewarded through a high return only due to deferred maintenance, when in actual fact only a recouping of opportunity cost caused by the lack of maintenance is taking place.

At present, there is no system for acquiring accurate international roughness index (IRI) data for provincial roads, which is key to cost and benefit assessment. Avoiding inaccuracy therefore requires that, just before evaluating a project, a road-condition survey is carried out for each road to be rehabilitated and all the input parameters for running the HDM-4 provided, including the IRI with a projection for further deterioration at half yearly intervals until the expected start of construction. 

The constructions at appraisal involving the HDM-III Model were not available to the PCR mission, which reviewed the post-rehabilitation economic evaluation prepared by the implementation consultant and the methodologies, assumptions, and results of the appraisal and post-rehabilitation evaluation. Such calculations should be made available to the PCR mission and possibly to later project performance audit report missions.

A common lesson is that sufficient maintenance funds need to be allocated, which is covered under covenants. The covenants for the RSDP do not state that just rehabilitated roads should get high priority in allocating maintenance funds. But this is necessary, as otherwise the system falls into the rehabilitation cycle in which the same roads would need to be rehabilitated again after 5-10 years. To escape this vicious cycle in Sri Lanka, a concerted maintenance and rehabilitation campaign lasting some 5 years needs to be initiated for provincial roads. In this context, it is noted that road network is quite dense by international norms. Therefore, an assessment should be made for a core provincial road network for priority maintenance, leaving the less important parts of the network for handing over to local authorities or even abandonment.       

Three of the four PRAs have not been able to implement performance-based maintenance contracts as stipulated by loan covenants, for maintenance funds. This underscores the necessity of adequate maintenance funding, as the PRAs generally appreciate the usefulness of the proposed maintenance contract and have the capacity to implement them, as this was imparted to them under the RSDP.

It may be considered whether follow-on projects should be restricted to one or two provinces at a time to better focus on institutional strengthening. Further, implementation arrangements should better involve the PRAs, rather than work mainly through the ministry when funding provincial roads. Convents meant for the provincial councils should be addressed to them directly.

The RSDP did not include road furniture like center lines, reflectors on curves, or traffic signs. The improved roads allow higher speeds, so drivers and pedestrian should be warned by appropriate traffic signs.

2. Sri Lanka: Protected Area Management and Wildlife Conservation Project (2008)

The Protected Area Management and Wildlife Conservation Project was formulated in 1998, modified in 1999 to incorporate Global Environment Facility (GEF) cofinancing, and appraised in 2000.  The loan of USD 12 million equivalent from ADB’s Special Funds resources became effective in September 2001 with an original target closing date of 30 June 2007, which was extended to 31 December 2008. The cost at appraisal was USD 34.7 million, jointly funded by the Government of Sri Lanka, ADB, and beneficiaries, with grants from the GEF and the Government of the Netherlands. The amendments prior to effectiveness reduced the cost to USD 33.5 million.

The project was designed to assist government in the conservation of natural resources and wildlife diversity by (i) addressing institutional and legal deficiencies in protected area management; (ii) testing participatory adaptive management strategies in priority PPAs; (iii) implementing small projects with communities in the buffer zones of PPAs to improve rapport and reduce encroachment; (iv) encouraging nature-based tourism; and (v) promoting collaborative research and planning to update the Biodiversity Conservation Action Plan (BCAP) and the management of threatened species nationally.

Lessons learned

(i) Reference to international NGOs and public-private partnerships in the RRP provoked local wildlife activists and politicians, resulting in project delays. This could have been avoided by wider pre-project public relations efforts.
(ii) Loan covenant time frames underestimated the time required for the government procedures to amend the FFPO and for institutional reform.
(iii) Introducing large numbers of TA consultants resulted in inefficient use of consultancy expertise.
(iv) Regular review and updating of the project framework would have aided monitoring and evaluation.
(v) The outreach program was made more sustainable by being implemented by the executing agency’s own staff than it would have been by recruiting outside NGOs who would have left when the project closed.
(vi) Delegation of powers to the field enhanced PPA management but it also increased the importance of self-motivated PPA leadership.
(vii) If was unreasonable to expect government officers to engage in commercial links and marketing initiatives with private enterprise in such a short time.
(viii) A formal monitoring system should have been established by the DWC at the start of the project.
(ix) Training for all PPA ranks and public awareness-raising were positive factors in improving conservation.         

3. Third Water Supply and Sanitation Sector Project – Loan No. 1575    (2007)

The Third Water Supply and Sanitation (Sector) Project was implemented from 1998 – 2007 in six districts in Sri Lanka; Anuradhapura, Kalutara, Kegalle, Hambantota, Puttalam and Monaragala. The project consisted of three Packages; Package A, provision of water supply and Sanitation services in six districts; Package B, policy and Sector reform, and; Package C, institutional development, capacity building, water resources, mapping, and NRW. This Project Completion Report covers Package A only, while s separate completion report has been prepared for Package C3. 

Lessons learned

A project of this size and complexity spanning nearly a decade has naturally generated many relevant and important lessons which are relevant to this and future projects in the sector in Sri Lanka. Some of the most important of these lessons are.

· Use of an engineering/technically oriented organization like NWSDB as the EA to implement a broadly – defined sector project such as TWSSP presents both opportunities and constraints

· Transfer of relevant experience and lessons from TWSSP to other projects and activities implemented by NWSDB such as the Fourth WSSP has been limited. This represents a major missed opportunity to learn from the many rich and varied experiences and innovative elements of TWSSP However, the PPTA on the Small Towns and Rural Arid Areas Water Supply and Sanitation Project has been able to make Use of experience from TWSSP.

· Environmental activities and the environment pilot programme initially attracted a high degree of initially attracted a high degree of interest from politicians and from ADB and were successful. It has, however, not proven possible to sustain this interest and momentum in the long run. Institutionally, the project’s environmental activities were not mainstreamed by NWSDB or adopted by other projects such as the Fourth ADB – Assisted WSS project.

· Water resources–related measures were found to be generally inadequate in scope and sustainability to ensure the long–term sustainability of the improved water supply schemes. Therefore, a significant risk and challenge still exists in this area. While the project’s environmental activities initially showed good results, later results indicated a declining trend in the adoption and use of water source protection and conservation measures.

· Water resource and use conflicts played a larger than expected role in the implementation of project activities. While the project did manage, with assistance from provincial and local officials, to resolve the most important conflicts, this was a time-consuming process and led to inevitable delays in implementation. Furthermore the project was hampered in its efforts to address and resolve water–related conflicts by the lack of a clear established and accepted legal and institutional framework and procedures for dealing with water related conflicts in Sri Lank.

· Inter-ministerial / departmental coordination proved to be a major challenge. Due to the project’s broad sector approach, project implementation required cooperation across a number of ministries and government departments. This cooperation was not always easy to obtain or to implement, and caused delays in implementation. For example, discussions with the irrigation Department and the Mahaweli Authority on water right issues have been protracted and time-consuming, which has caused significant delays in the design and implementation of some urban water supply schemes.


4.3	World Bank
1. TSUNAMI EMERGENCY RECOVERY PROGRAM
The Tsunami Emergency Recovery Program aimed to reduce the immediate suffering resulting from the effects of the tsunami and restore livelihoods destroyed by the tsunami, restore basic services to the affected population and to start the recovery and reconstruction process. The project started on 24-Feb-2005 and completed on 30-Sep-2008.
GOSL and World Bank simultaneously restructured ten ongoing operations and made available US $ 75 million for immediate emergency recovery needs and called “Tsunami Emergency Recovery Program I -TERP-1”. A new emergency operation of US $ 75 million (out of which US $ 30 million was a grant) was subsequently approved this was called the Tsunami Emergency Recovery Program II (TERP-2). Following components were implemented.

        (i)    Housing reconstruction (US$ 60 million)
        (ii)   Infrastructure rehabilitation (US$ 33 million)
        (iii)  Livelihood support (US$ 35 million)
        (iv)  Social sector (US$ 8 million)
        (v)   Capacity Building (US$ 10 million)
        (vi)  Contingencies (US$ 4 million)

Lesson learnt

I. An institutional arrangement, where a central agency develops policy and strategies, and field-based agencies implement them, works well in large scale emergency response and reconstruction programs 
II. Pre-dominantly homeowner driven housing reconstruction program achieved its target numbers rather also built capacity of the local construction industry through providing skilled labor.  Under the housing program there was a provision for formation of Village Rehabilitation Committees (VRC), but little evidence was to suggest that this happened across the board. 
III. NGOs involved in the housing program did not have social mobilization as a primary focus area, rather they were committed to reconstruction under the donor driven housing program. There was also provision for a continuous information dissemination campaign under the housing component; however, such campaign under an overall strategic communications vision did not materialize.
IV. Effective planning in the areas of logistics and material supply play a vital role in the success of emergency response/reconstruction projects. Most of the houses damaged by the tsunami were located in relatively accessible areas barring the conflict ridden areas of the North East. Therefore, logistics in this particular case in relation to transportation of materials to construction sites was not largely an issue. However, the huge demand of construction materials owing to the tsunami and ensuing construction bang caused a sharp increase in material prices. 
V. Auditor General played an important role in increasing transparency and the credibility of the project. Such audits are especially relevant for housing reconstruction and livelihood support programs where individual grants were given to a target population under the certain criteria.
VI. The home owner driven approach with necessary technical assistance allowed affected communities to develop ownership of the program and yields results. The home-owner approach adopted under the project proved a great success. 
VII. When disasters strike, the primary focus always remains on the early recovery and reconstruction efforts. In this project 'disaster preparedness' elements were never really built into the recovery initiatives. Disaster mitigation and preparedness initiatives could have provided a unique opportunity to complement the build back better approach.


Legal and Judicial Reform Project Credit No. 3384: CE


The World Bank support extended to the Government of Sri Lanka to implement Legal and Judicial Reform Project. The objectives of the project were to improve the existing legal and judicial framework by making it more efficient, transparent and responsive to the needs of the public at large and the private sector in particular.  Credit amount of the project is SDR 13.6 mn (approximately US$ 18.2 mn) and the Financing Agreement signed on 22nd June 2000.  Ministry of Justice and the Judicial Services Commission was the implementing agency. Project effective from August 11, 2000 and closed on February 28, 2007

Four main components:

(1) Legal Reform (US$ 6.14 million): (i) Commercial Law Reform: support to the government in enacting a modern   legislative and regulatory framework, and enacting procedural changes to enable all stakeholders to participate in the drafting of new laws; (ii) Professional Development: short term and medium term training programs on new  legislation for judges, Attorney General's Office, training programs for the Bar Association; improvements to law library (iii) Access to Law/LAWNET: improved the overall access to legal information by the judiciary, lawyers, academics, government and private sector through computerized, internet based LAWNET.

(2) Improvements to the Company Registry: (US$ 1.60 million) to make the ORC a market-oriented, self-financing service for ensured monitoring and regulatory functions 

	(3) Judicial Reform (US$ 10.49 million): to reinforce judicial reform through judicial training, judicial administrative reform (Judicial Services Commission), and refurbishment of model courts and construction of courts in North and East, and mediation.

      (4) Project Management (US$ 1.41 million): costs of the Project Implementation and Coordination Unit, including training, technical assistance, some equipment, and operational costs necessary to implement the project.
    
Lessons learned 

· More could have been done on the aspects of the project in early stages, if there were adequate expertise in judicial reforms panel. It is important to have several operations officers and institutions development specialists on the discussion and implementation panels to obtain successful results of the project.

· There were some weaknesses in the design of the project with respect to institutional aspects and implementation arrangements, which were to hamper the project during the implementation phase. It is important to note that perfect level of designing prior to implementation of the project is vital for meaningful change especially in reform projects. 

· Failure to recruit a competent project director (for initial two years), initial stages of implementation appeared a steady deterioration in project performance and a lack of commitment by the counterparts. Leadership of an efficient, qualified and experienced project director with competent skills matching with project aspects and project management staff with experienced fiduciary and technical staff, especially procurement and Information Technology, resulted dramatic progress of the project from late 2004.


4.4	Japan

Pro-poor Rural Development Project – 2007 - Japan
Total cost of the project was 4,363 million rupees and Department of National Planning, Executing Agency managed to implement the project through Road Development Authority and Eastern, Southern and Uva Provincial Councils. 
Project Objective
The main objective of the project was to reduce rural poverty and mitigate regional inequality by enhancing the accessibility to economic and social services through improvements of roads in Ampara, Badulla, Hambantota and Monaragala Districts.
Project Performance
The project activities were successfully completed within the targeted time period. The project is indeed a very successful and output as well as the outcome is highly satisfactory. Loan fund of the project was used very effectively. It was not used the loan funds for administrative purposes. Approximately 133,000 persons have directly benefited through the rehabilitation 465km of roads. 
Lessons Learned 
It is needed to allocate a considerable time period for the designing phase of the project. The officials of the ground level implementing agencies need to be guided, trained and refreshed continuously through a capacity building programme to achieve a higher level of efficiency and quality of work. Disbursement procedure also to be introduced to the last 10% of the loan for the projects for which the Special Account procedure is applied.


Road Network Improvement Project – 2007 - Japan
Total cost of the project was 3,078 million rupees.  Executing Agency of the project was Ministry of Highways managed to implement the project through Road Development Authority to improve the part of the high priority national road infrastructures.
Project Objective
Roads accounted for over 90 percent of freight and passenger traffic in Sri Lanka and played a critical role in national development. The road network was in generally poor condition and was the major bottleneck to sustained economic and social progress particularly in remote and economically disadvantaged region of the country. In order to secure smooth traffic on roads this project would provide investment finance and consultant services to improve part of the high priority national road infrastructures. 
Project Performance
The project activities were successfully completed with the targeted time period except extension for  Civil work contract was 4 year with the legitimate extensions of time due to bad weather, public protest for the establishment and operation of metal quarries and road side blasting.
The capacity of the road was increased by having proper 2 – lane facility, hard shoulders for road side parking and overtaking, Improving to the horizontal alignment land acquisition to 7.6 meters on either side from the centerline improved sight distance. Overall reduction traffic accidents reduce travel time.  
The project overall outcome is satisfactory. The project was completed almost within the loan amount with additional improvement such as a 220 m long vehicular concrete tunnel. 
Lessons Learned 
The officials of the RDA project division along with the consultants assisted the contractor in finding quarry site, dumping yards, material stock pile areas etc.
The payments were made promptly so that contractor’s cash flow was not adversely affected.
There were public protects for operation of the metal quarries and road side blasting, the project staff assisted the contractor in the contractor in resolving the issues amicably. It is needed to develop project staff at the site to mitigate the environment issues were minimized by issues.
By acquiring sufficient land a utility corridor was provided on either side of the road for future developments without damaging, the newly laid asphalt surfaces.
 



Walawe Left Bank Irrigation Upgrading & Extension Project -2009 - Japan
The objective 
The main project objective of the Project was  to increase agricultural production, other food crops,  vegetable and industrial crops as well as paddy, increase employment opportunity in the project area, to mitigate environmental degradation,  to contribute to the southern area development and regional economy, to alleviate poverty, though development of irrigation and drainage system and rural infrastructure and  manage irrigation water efficiently through rehabilitation of Uda Walawe reservoir facility.
Project Performance
Performance of the package 3 contractor was not satisfactory at the early stages of the contract due to delay in mobilizing resources, poor management and various other reasons, the contractor was able to successfully complete the contract within the extended contract period thus delaying the overall completion of works under the scope of the contract by one year. Technology transfer, introduction of Dual camel system and Night storage Tank for irrigation Development for the first time in Sri Lanka. This technology will now been practice in many future projects in Mahaweli and other area. Income generation increased during the construction period. Framers income greatly increased as a result of cultivation trading and business agro products.
Lessons Learnt and Recommendations

Organic Food cultivation areas introduced at up stream of tanks in the Design of   Irrigation System adapted in the Walawe Left Bank Project are ideal for Organic Farming.  A recent study indicated that the already available market for export or Organic Food is over 200 million US$ /Year. Therefore a program to promote Organic Agriculture in OFC cultivation areas with the participation of already established Organic Food Exporters can be introduced. Livestock Programs can also an incorporated as a component in Organic Farming. 

Some of Environmental Programs such as Forest Tree Plantation which was implemented under the project through community participation could not be implemented in some part of the project area due to delay in settlement program. Therefore, Environmental Programs such as Forest Tree Plantation can be continued further to cover the remaining environmentally sensitive areas such as Banka of Natural Streams, Catchments of newly built Tanks and wetlands.

A study carried out during later part of the project period observed that there is need to stabilize the banks of newly constructed Drainage Canals to control erosion. Therefore, recommended to implement a program to stabilize the newly constructed Drainage Canals System by planting and establishing suitable Vegetation to strengthen the Canal Banks.

More than 100,000 Acres of Lands have been developed for Irrigated Agriculture under Mahaweli Programs which was commenced about 35 years back. Walawe Left Bank (WLB) project is the latest to be completed.  Very useful lessons can be learnt top refine the approaches to be adapted for operating the Walawe Left Bank Area, if there is a program to evaluate the present performances of different irrigated areas which  were developed during past 30 years. Therefore, it is recommended to introduce Research and Development Budget to study the true performance of Irrigation Systems already developed under Mahaweli Programms as a lesson learning exercise to refine the operation of WLB Project. Finding of this work will not only help Walawe Left Bank Project but also to refine the approaches to be adapted for designing future projects too.

The study carried out by the project on soil salinity has revealed that there are signs of developing Salinity in some of the newly developed areas of the project. Also it has been observed some seepage through underneath rocky ground areas in main canal. Further R&D studies would help to find out permanent solutions for these issues.

One of the objectives of the WLB Project Design is to facilitate a flexible irrigation water supply to the user groups.  Cohesiveness of users as a group is a necessary requirement to operate system as expected in the design.  To strengthen the already formed Farmer Organization, Water Management programs implemented during the project implementation phase can be continued as a catalytic activity. Further, Training of MASL technical officials on Main System Operations also play a very vital role in this approach of strengthening process.

Therefore, further assistance of JICA is requested to implement above recommendations in order to support sustainable agriculture programs in Walawe Left Bank Project thereby ensuring long term project sustainability and considerable time period should be allocated for the designing phase of the project.

The officials of the ground level implementing agencies need to be guided, trained and refreshed continuously through a capacity building programme to achieve a higher level of efficiency and quality of work and disbursement procedure also to be introduced to the last 10% of the loan for the projects for which the Special Account procedure is applied.


Small Scale Infrastructure Rehabilitation and Upgrading Project – 2008-(SYRUP) II 

The project SYRUP II was introduce in year 2004, and implemented simultaneously with the SYPUP I project, and concluded in the year 2008 as a successful development project. The Executing Agency of the project was Department of National Budget and it was implanted by Ministry of Health, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Rural Industries, Ministry of Vocational Training and relevant Ministries of Provincial Councils. 

Project Objective
The main objective of the project was to contribute to the improvement of basic conditions for living and socio-economic activities in rural and urban areas through rehabilitation and upgrading of small-scale pro-poor infrastructure including education, health and rural development sectors. 
Project Performance
Loan fund under this project were used in a very cost effective manner. The project having successfully implemented 9698 sub projects in the areas of constructing/ renovating school buildings and Hospital buildings and also by providing schools and hospitals with Quality inputs and Bio Medical Equipments. Moreover, the total project has contributed immensely to develop the capacity of local contractors and the construction industry.  
Lessons Learned 
It is very important to assigning the task of implementing the project activities to a senior level officer / officers on full time basis at each project implementation Agency, to implement and monitor the project activities more effectively as well as Proper monitoring system / reporting system need to be established before the construction works stars at district level.
A baseline survey need to be conducted and the indicators required need to be determined before the commencement of the project.Specific list of activities needs to be identified and prepared in consultation with all stakeholders.It is important to time gap of 03 to 04 months would be desirable immediately after the signing of the loan agreement to finalize sub projects and to prepare required designs, BOQs and realistic cost estimates on each sub project.
Pre-designed programme of project management training for all implementing personnel conducted in one location would be very helpful to achieve project objectives and more flexible procurement procedure to accommodate other contracting methods such as, use of direct labour, direct contracting with state institutions and community organizations can expedite the work.
