	· To assist 6,800 farm families resettled/relocated in Puttalam, Vavuniya and Anuradhapura districts restart agricultural production by supplying agricultural Kits comprising vegetable seeds, fertilizer and hand tools.
· To increase the technical capacity of resettled relocated farm families and the local field officers through training in modern agricultural practices.
