1. Netherlands Grant of Euro 1,209,391 for Supply of a 300 m3 Grab Hopper Dredger Including Training and Spare Parts



Objective:


· Provision of a down payment  (15%) of the contract and maximum 10% of the contract under ORET Grant through NIO Bank for the benefit of Sri Lanka Ports Authority (SLPA).



Contract


· Total contract price of supply of Grab hopper dredger will be Euro 4,837,562.

· Apart from 25% partial payment under grant the balance will be financed subject to acceptable to the NIO Bank through 

· the Letter of Credit and /or 

· a commercial loan and/or

· the own country contribution

· Disbursement shall be made by the NIO Bank directly to exporter IHC Holland b.v



Conditions


· Government of  Sri Lanka should guarantee that the SLPA has sufficient financial means to keep the dredge operational. 

· Sri Lanka will comply with the regulations set by OECD & EU on sector understanding for ships

· Ensure the grab hopper dredger is only used in the territorial waters of Sri Lanka in first 5 years after delivery.

· Sri Lanka shall undertake the dredge to be replaced in a way which is least detrimental to the environment

· The contract shall become invalid if the exporter does not fulfil the conditions set out within the time limit.
