· Provision of medical equipment , medicines, school furniture, teaching materials, agriculture machinery and other equipment and materials required for the sector activities.

· Consultancy services to design supervision as well as community mobilization activities.

2. Sweden Grant of SEK 1.2 mn for Establishment of the Secretariat for 
Co-ordinating the Peace Process. 

Objectives


· Establishment of the secretarial  (SCOPP) to provide essential support for the process of political negotiations aimed at a peace agreement between government and LTTE.



Scope of the grant


· Collate background information relating to the ethnic conflicts and information on negotiations since the “Thimpu Talks” in 1985, as well as information on similar situation else where in the world .

· Analyse the information gathered with a view of providing briefing material to the GOSL delegation .

· Liaise with Government Ministries Departments , Institutions the Armed Forces and Police, UN Agencies, international humanitarian organizations and national and international NGOs.

· Monitor the free movement of goods to and from “uncleared” areas with a view to removing bottlenecks  .

· Assist to carryout media compain to brief the on the peace process, build awareness in civil society through print and electronic media and school system.

· Prepare  research paper for Sri Lanka delegation.

· Coordinate implementation of decisions arrived at during the negotiations process by relevant government institutions.
