
The Outline of Agreements Signed in October 2002

1. Sweden TA Grant of SEK 4,913,000 for Training and Capacity Building of Journalists.

Objective


· The development of a vibrant professional and ethically sound media that will play a decisive role in the democratic processes of Sri Lanka.



Scope of work


· Improve the skills of journalists and news room managers (editors) enable them to report news an appropriate style.

· Adopt appropriate practices for groups of media professionals in order to maintain and nurture a strong and accountable media sector.

· Develop a body of knowledge that will help in the main streaming of the immediate goals of the project.

· Improve the quality of the print and electronic media reports.



Sweden undertakings


· Implement the project activities stipulated in project document as expenses to Sri Lanka Foundation Institute (SLFI)

· Make twinning partner arrangement with Institute for Further Education of Journalists (FOJO) by signing separate contract with Sida and FOJO.



Undertakings by Sri Lanka


· Ensure that internal administration and control of project resources are adequately carried out .

· Produce operation plans for each year.



Conditions


· Swedish funds may not used for the salaries or the topping up of salaries for regular staff at SLFI.
· Procurement of goods, works and services to be carried out in accordance with rules/procedures and in transparent manner.
· Among others, preliminary and final progress reports have to be submitted and annual review meeting to be held.
· The TA project shall be audited.

2. Export Finance Facility of Yen 6,278 mn for Integrated Water Supply Scheme in Eastern Coastal Area of Ampara District (Phase II):

Objectives


· Further enhancement of supply safe drinking water for 280,000 beneficiary families in Eastern coastal area of Ampara district.

· Ensure foreign exchange component i.e. 70% of the contract price for the implementation of the project.

· Ensure reduction of water brone diseases and improve the quality of life of people living in the area.



Scope of work


· All civil work constructions, material imports and consultancy services under the contract.

· Construct water treatment facilities to supply 12 mn gallons per day and a 238 km distribution net work.

· Buyer :  National Water Supply and Drainage Board (NWS&DB).

· Exporter :  Outokumpu Technology Pvt Ltd. – Australia.

· Facility Agent /Lender :  Australia & Newzealand Banking Group Limited.

Contract Components


· Foreign exchange component (70%) , Yen 6,278 mn (Rs5,022 mn) through export finance facility .

· Local currency obligation 30% , Rs 2,154 mn through commercial facility.



Conditions


· Among  others availability of commercial loan facility to meet local currency component.

· Prior to first draw down the stipulated  conditions to be fulfilled for Facility Agent and /or EFIC.
