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� Note: Estimates are based on data from the all twelve months of the Household Income and Expenditure Survey, 1995/96, conducted by the Department of Census and Statistics. The survey was conducted in all parts of the country except the North-Eastern province, where the security situation precluded survey enumeration.


� The headcount refers to the share of the population who report total expenditures less than the poverty line. 


� The poverty gap is the percentage difference between the average expenditures of the poor household group and the poverty line.  The larger the gap, the lower is the mean consumption level of the “average poor household” relative to the poverty line.  


� This is the Foster-Thorbecke-Greer poverty index.  The severity index is a measure of the squared poverty gap.  It assigns more weight to those households whose incomes are far below the poverty line and satisfies A.K. Sen’s transfer axiom which states that an income transfer from a poor household to an even poorer household should be reflected in an improvement in the overall measure of  income (or consumption) poverty.  The higher the severity index, the greater the number of very poor households in the poor group.
